participating Russian officials "how the
world's greatest democracy operates,”
and he was also pleased that the dele-
gation spent time in Springfield follow-
ing "in the footsteps of one of our
nation's greatest leaders, Abraham
Lincoln." One of the participants, a
Moscow city councilman, later said of
the trip itinerary, “Each of the visits gave
us concrete answers to concrete ques-
tions that we placed.”

Secretary LaHood was a particularly
staunch backer of Open World's ac-
claimed rule of law program, which his
constituent and friend U.S. District
Judge Michael M. Mihm of Peoria
played a central role in developing.
Then-Rep. LaHood opened and set the
tone for one of the rule of law pro-
gram's most moving orientation ses-
sions: a heartfelt dialogue between
Russian and American judges held in
Washington, DC, on the second anniver-
sary of 9/11. He was also on hand to
welcome to the United States one of
Open World's first judicial groups from
Ukraine.

Rep. LaHood's support for Open World
went beyond his personal involvement
